Minutes from meeting: Thursday, March 19, 2009, 2-3 PM, held at the B Street Center, Meeting Room B

Heather convened the meeting. The agenda was planning and implementation of the Make A Splash hand washing campaign to be conducted in the public and private schools in Lewiston and Auburn during Public Health Week, April 6-10.

We chose several signs/posters about hand washing to use in the schools. Our sources for the signs/posters included the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), the American Society for Microbiology (ASM), and the USDA. We decided that we would need 600 Wash Your Hands signs (USDA) and 400 Have U Washed Your Hands Today (ASM). Doug volunteered to have color copies of the signs made at CMMC. Natalie will pick up the posters from CMMC and she and Jean will get them to the schools and posted. Cathy volunteered to get clearance from the principals and custodians for the Lewiston schools. Heather will follow-up on this with Pam for the Auburn schools. Doug will ask about posting at St. Dom’s. Signs will be posted over and by sinks and should be up by April 6,  Monday of Public Health Week. 

Karen will research some disgusting facts (and some not so bad ones) for possible use in the school morning announcements as the wellness tip of the day and send them to everyone. Heather agreed to write a press release about this project and Doug said he could also ask CMMC marketing to help with this, if needed. Signs will also have the “signature” A friendly reminder from the LAPHC.
We will look at the data on absenteeism, and break it out by week to get some indication of the effectiveness of the Make A Splash campaign. (The schools have this data, so we should be able to access it). We also intend to follow this campaign up next fall during Wash Your Hands Week in September and on Global Hand Washing Day on October 15.

Our next meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, April 29, 2 PM, at B Street, Meeting Room B.
