· The group agreed that it was best to work with high school students. Phil agreed to contact the Superintendents and St. Dominic’s. 

· Elementary & middle school students could participate in a “what is public health” poster contest – selected posters would be posted on the LAPHC website to add local color and interest. Mira and Ilana will work on an informational packet for teachers. Brenda suggested reviewing the “This is Public Health” website that has a teacher tool kit. 

· The group agreed there was little time to develop the campaign before Public Health week of April.

· Instead, LAPHC will find out what’s already happening in the community, such as the Healthy Androscoggin campaign, and support it.
